CSV Rugby Villefranche Beaujolais is a hundred-year-old club, created in 1908. During 
its long history, the club’s flagship team competed at regional and then national level, 
even reaching Group B of the then 1st Division in the 1983-1984 season, alongside Racing 
Club de France. Since then, CSV has played in all three divisions of the French amateur 
championship, reaching Fédérale 1.
Deeply rooted in the Beaujolais region and its traditions, the club is supported by a large 
public each week-end and also boasts an accredited training centre.  

In the heart of the Beaujolais and nestled in a green setting, the eco-
friendly rugby complexe of L’Escale covers 14 hectares and offers 
4 international standard pitches perfectly maintained (3 grass & 1 
Astro pitch), a 1 700 seats tribune, a club-house, and a big parking 
area for cars and coaches. It welcomes all the matches of the CSV 
teams, but also big national and international events, being the 
base camp of Georgia national team for Rugby World Cup 2007, or 
hosting the U18 game France v Wales in 2017, among others.

The referees will organize a briefing with the team managers on the French 
Rugby rules on the Sunday morning, before the beginning of the games.
Maximum playing time: 1 hour per day
Number of games planned: 4 games
Playing time: 15 minutes per game
Equipment: Mouled rubber studs compulsory as some matches will be played 
on astro pitch

Beaujolais Women tournament specifications

SCRUM:
- No push
- Engagement protocol
Flexion (Fr) : Crouch
Liez (Fr) : Touch 
Entrez (Fr): Engage 

The scrum half who does not benefit from the introduction of the ball (defending side) will 
not be able to follow the progress of the ball. Until the latter exits, it cannot exceed the line 
of its forwards. 
TACKLE / RUCK:
- Tackle allowed from the waist to the feet only.
- Simultaneous tackling of two people is prohibited.
In the tackle and ruck zone, gaining the ball can be done by pushing BUT “clearing”.
Must be done without impact, therefore, without momentum: we bond at first, then we 
push.
Contest allowed after kick-off or flying kick but no tackle

KICKING GAME:
- Penalties: kicks allowed but no goal attempt 
- Line out after penalty allowed
- No conversion
- No drop
- No dribbling 
SUBSTITUTES: Unlimited number
